26. M5S0 participates actively in training
hosted by the Association for Christian
Conferences, Teaching and Service
(ACCTS), Military Ministries International
(MMI) and Military Christian Fellowships
(MCFs). M50 also develops its own
training opportunities. All these training
and education opportunities are planned
and prepared by M50 Training and
Education Programs (M30-TEPs). Some
of these MS0-TEPs opportunities can be
conducted in the near future, but others
may require extended time period for
preparation. Each program may be
conducted separately or combined with
twin or miare programs.
