I 2025 MEO (Military Evangelism Observation) Program
From June 16 to 23, MSO successfully held the 2025 MEO-P (Miltary Evangelism Observation
Program) at Kwanglim Seminar House in Pocheon, Gyeonggi Province. This program invited
military Christian leaders from countries where MCFs (Military Christian Fellowships) are not yet
established or are still weak. The goal was to help them experience Korean miftary evangelism,
receive discipleship training, and encourage them to start or strengthen MCF's in their own countries.
This year, 19 people from 14 countries joined the MEO-P. There were 15 trainees from 12

and 4 and from 2 The P came from Africa
(6), Asia (10), the Middie East (1), and the USA (2). They leamed strategies and vision for military
evangelism by seeing real ., and they buit and across nations.

The 8-day program included training, field visits, and discipleship. It began with amival,
orientation, and an opening worship service. Each moming had devotion and praise time, and
each evening included fellowship and rest

On the first full day (June 17), participants learned about the history and strategy of Korean
military missions. They also shared about their own ministries during a country report session,
which built a strong sense of community.

On June 18, they visited the DMZ (Dora Observatory and 3rd Tunnel) to understand Korea's
division, They also attended the opening worship of the KMCF National Prayer Convention,
where they received a warm welcome and were deeply inspired. In the afterncon, they
discussed how 1o apply the theme of the 2024 World Conference to their MCF ministry and
explored ideas for international cooperation.

From June 19 to 20, participants received practical miitary ministry training. This included
Inductive Bible Study (IBS), Conversational Prayer (CP), Biblical Ethics (by ACCTS), Personal
Evangelism, Personal Testimony, and Biblical leadership. These sessions helped them Iimprove
their ministry skills.

The program ended on June 23 with a final survey, closing worship service, and graduation
ceremony. Participants then retumed home with a renewed sense of mission

Rev. (TEN) from shared his thoughts:

*IBS and CP, as well as the Biblical Ethics course, were especially helpful. All the lectures
were easy to understand. Visiting Korea was a great blessing for me. | was deeply touched by
your love, hospitality, and unity.” He explained that Mauritius doesnt have military chaplains,
and because of its multi-ethnic makeup, it is difficult to start MCF activities. However, he said,
“I will regularty practice 1BS and CP, and | will continue the ‘Walch & Pray’ prayer movement.”
He added, "MEO-P is a holy ministry that follows God's calling. | thank all the staff and bless
Korea. | will pray for a revival of military evangelism in my country. All glory to God!

MSO believes that this program has planted the seeds of MCF ministry in many nations.
MSO plans to continue supporting and networking with these leaders to expand global military
missions.
